St. Bernadette’s Primary School, a Catholic Voluntary Academy, is situated six miles south of Middlesbrough in the residential area of Nunthorpe. The school is bright and attractive set in extensive school grounds with a dedicated outdoor learning base, quiet garden and school allotment. 
The school is currently Group 2 with 203 children on roll and a 26 place part time Nursery. The Nursery was established in 1995 and is exceptionally successful. We have a one-form entry and teach seven classes in single age groups. We have a committed, hard working and experienced staff team who endeavour to create a happy and secure working environment where each member feels valued. 

All members of the teaching staff have subject leader responsibilities and take an active role in School Improvement. Our team also includes equal numbers of highly skilled Teaching Assistants who provide support in every class. 
We are committed to Continuous Professional Development for all members of staff and are very involved in initial teacher training. The school was last inspected in July 2013 and received good with outstanding features judgement. The school is a vibrant community which undertakes many curriculum initiatives. We  have a strong musical tradition within school. We are involved in a variety of sporting activities and offer our children a wealth of out of school experiences. We have the basic Skills award, Healthy Schools Award and the Sainsburys Activemark Gold. We have a successful Before and After School Child Care facility which is well used by parents. 
Partnership is a key feature of our school and we actively nurture partnership with our pupils, parents, parishes  and Governors. This partnership working was further enhanced in November 2015 when we became an academy as part of a group of 11 Middlesbrough schools who make up St. Hilda’s Catholic Academy Trust.
