Do | meet the criteria?

As you'd imagine there are a number of boxes you must tick before you can start to train to become a
teacher. Although the requirements differ slightly for primary and secondary teachers to be successful
you'll need a variety of skills, formal and informal.

If you have a 2:2, and want to become a teacher, we are happy to accept an application if you have:
» a GCSE grade B or above in English language (please get in touch if you have a grade C).
* a GCSE grade C or above in mathematics and science.
* two A Levels at grade C or above.

References will be required in all cases, as will a well written personal statement which explains why you
want to be a teacher and what you'd bring to the profession. And before you start any School Direct
Training course with us you'll need to have passed your Professional Skills Tests and had some
experience of working in a classroom. The Professional Skills Tests help ensure, regardless of the
specialism, tomorrow's teachers have the core literacy and numeracy skills required. The tests are free and
there is more information on passing the tests available online.
