JOB OUTLINE / REQUIREMENTS

To provide support for children with a wide range of special educational needs during the lunchtime period.   An ability to create a calm and relaxing atmosphere which provides care and control during this time, along with a genuine commitment to pupils with learning difficulties is essential.

DUTIES:




The duties of each midday supervisor will be defined by the Headteacher (or designate) of the school, having regard to all circumstances.   Duties may include the following:-

1. Supervising toilet arrangements before and after the meal.

2. Escorting to the dining room.

3. Helping with supervision during the service of the meals and in the training of good eating habits and table manners.

4. Helping to feed those children who because of their difficulties require this support.

5. Supervision in the playground or on wet days, in the hall or classroom.

6. Organising games or activities.

7. Dealing with any first-aid necessary.

8. Reporting to the Headteacher / Member of staff on duty any accidents and any other matter which needs to be brought to their attention.

9. Any other duties which might be required by the Headteacher.
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
