Information about the Art Department  

The Art Department at Northfield has a reputation for success and high achievement. We deliver a 
project-based curriculum at KS3 covering a wide range of skills, techniques and cultural references, 
while exploring the visual elements. At GCSE we deliver the general Art, Craft and Design course 
from AQA. Pupils benefit from a strong curriculum and positive relationships with staff that foster a 
climate of achievement. 

There are two full time teaching staff, one part time 0.6 teacher, and a 0.5 technician.  

The semi open plan department comprises three main teaching areas, an office, kiln room, print 
room with several presses and drying racks, and three large store rooms. All teaching rooms have 
new furniture and large 85’’ interactive screens. Further facilities include 40 new laptops with Adobe 
suite software and 40 iPads with Procreate licences.  

All pupils have iPads so as a department we have embraced the use of Showbie in the delivery of 
lesson content and the assessment of work. This has proved to be a useful way to track pupils 
progress in both technical skill and knowledge. 

Creative work is well resourced with a wide variety of materials and equipment to support drawing, 
painting, mixed media, lino, mono, and Intaglio printing, ceramics, and digital art.  

The department also has strong links with local primary schools and tertiary colleges. College attend 
school to give talks to pupils and we take trips to college to show pupils where their Art education 
could lead. Pupils enjoy the involvement in local, national and international arts projects. For the 
past two years we have organised an exhibition of pupils work at a local church within the 
community. 

At KS3 all pupils are taught for one hour per week. At KS4, pupils follow the AQA general Art and 
Design syllabus for five lessons per fortnight. The subject is popular and has a long history of success 
with exam results consistently above national averages.
